Loxton is a town of 7,500 people in the Riverland area of SA. Loxton is an
easy drive 250kms from Adelaide and is close to the other Riverland
towns of Berri (a designated country general hospital, with a wide range of
services), Renmark and Waikerie. Loxton also services the small towns of
Pinnaroo and Lameroo, one hour south in the Mallee. The population
serviced is up to 12,000.

Loxton has a 20 bed hospital with an operating theatre, and telemedicine
capabilities. We continue to do obstetrics and regular operating lists with
visiting orthopaedic, gynae, and urological services. Pinnaroo and
Lameroo both have small nursing home type hospitals. Berri's regional
hospital has onsite radiology (including CT), pathology and two theatres.
We are well supported by phone and fax and within reach of helicopter
evacuations in emergency situations.
